The month of October is celebrated across the world to create public awareness about breast cancer. The breast
cancer is a disease in which abnormal breast cells grow out of control and form a tumour. Breast cancer cells
begin inside the milk duct andfor milk-producing lobules of the breast. Initially the tumour is confined at the point
of origin (first stage disease), Gradually it spreads adjoining breast tissue, lymph nodes in the armpit(axilla) and
finally to distant parts of the body ( stage four disease ).

Globally out of 20,00,000 new breast cancer cases 6,835,000 patients die as per report of 2020. In India about 1.2
lakhs new breast cancer patients are detected as per NCDIR(ICMR) report. Breast cancer death rates have been
decreasing since 1970s. This is mostly due to success in early detection through public awareness and screening
programme and improvements made in cancer-directed therapy, like Chemotherapy, Targeted therapy,
Immunotherapy, Radiation delivery and specially trained Surgical care. The evolution of oncological disciplines
as speciality subjects have made cancer care streamlined and evidencelbased.

There is still much to be done to achieve the survival outcomes and the standard of cancer care seen in develop
countries. It is therefore highly important to educate public about risk factors, signs and symptoms methods of
screening and various modalities of treatments and its outcome.

Female gender is the strongest breast cancer risk factor. Approximately 0.5-1% of breast cancers occurs in men.
Certain factors increase the risk of breast cancer including increasing age, obesity, harmful use of alcohol, family
history of breast cancer, history of radiation exposure, reproductive history(such as early age when men-strual
periods began and late age at first pregnancy), tobacco use and postmenopausal hormone therapy. Approxi
mately half of breast cancers develop in women who have no identifiable breast cancer risk factors. It is more
common above the age of 40 years. Family history of breast cancer increases the risk of breast cancer.

Breast cancer can have combinations of symptoms, specially when it is more advanced. Most people will not

experienced any symptoms when cancer is in early stage.

Clinical breast examination is done by a doctor usually once in a year when there is no known
abnormality,

For women under the age 40, screening is not warranted since the incidence of breast cancer is low and
the performance characteristics of mammography are poor. For women age 40 to 49, we raise the topic of
screening and individualized decision based on patient preferences and value. A woman may opt for
screening if she has substantial concerns about breast cancer risk and accepts the possibility of a false
positive result or over diagnosis and treatment. For women Age 50 to 74, screening is suggested. For
women age 75 and older screening is sug-gested only if their life expectancy is at least 10 years.

TREATMENT

The treatment of breast cancer depends on type an stage of cancer. The treatment may be combined to
minimize the chances of cancer coming back. These includes:

Surgery to remove the breast tumour Radiation Therapy to reduce recurrence risk in the breast and
surrounding tissues.

Medications to kill cancer cells and prevent spread, including hormonal therapies, chemotherapy or
targeted biological therapies.

The effectiveness of breast cancer therapies depends on the full course of treatment. ParOul treatment is
less likely to lead to a positive outcome. The objective of WHO Global Breast Cancer Initiative(GBCI) is
to reduce global breast cancer death by 2.5% per year thereby averting 25 lakhs breast cancer deaths
globally be-tween 2020 and 2040. Reducing global breast cancer mortality by 2.5% per year would avert
25% of breast cancer death by 2030 and 40% by 20-40 among women under 70 vears of age.

With establishment of many cancer centers in the state of Assam and implementations of PMJAY
scheme has made cancer care accessible, affordable and equitable. All individuals, cancer survivors and
NGOs should come forward to create public awareness for prevention and early detection of breast
cancer.
